Attention 10th and 11th Grade Parents 

On Wednesday, October 12th, 2022 all 10th and 11th grade students will take the Preliminary 
SAT/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test (PSAT) during the school day. This test prepares 
students to take the SAT and is also the qualifying test for many scholarship programs including 
the National Merit Scholarship Program.  It provides parents, students and teachers valuable data 
on how well the students can perform in an Advanced Placement course through the use of AP 
Potential. It also shows the strengths and areas of growth for each student as they prepare to 
take the SAT and ACT tests for college admission.  

• Students who are taking the PSAT should have two No. 2 pencils as they cannot use a        
mechanical pencil per the College Board.  

• If they wish to have a calculator on the Mathematics Calculator allowed test, then they need 
to bring one with them. A calculator is not required but is allowed.  

• Cell phones, Smart watches/phones, Fit Bits, and Bluetooth connected devices are not al-
lowed in the testing rooms.  

• Students must arrive to school on time. Students also received a PSAT/NMSQT student guide 
that outlines test information and includes paper practice tests. Other online practice            
opportunities can be found HERE.

Pre-ACT testing in November 

North Carolina is administering the Pre-ACT assessment to all eligible tenth grade students. In 
mid-November (date to follow) the 10th graders will be taking the Pre-ACT test, which is a part 
of the ACT. This test provides a pre-assessment of academic progress toward college and career 
readiness, helps 10th graders make decisions about their future and gives an estimated ACT 
score prediction for their junior year.  

• This is a free test and students will need to bring two No. 2 wooden pencils (mechanical pen-
cils are not allowed) and a graphing calculator (TI-83 or TI-84) if they wish to use one. Calcula-
tors will not be provided for the test nor are they required.  

• Cell phones, smart watches, Air pods, and other Bluetooth enabled devices are prohibited in 
the testing rooms so we are asking all students to leave these items at home for this day.  

• We appreciate your encouragement of your student to do well on this test.  Full participation 
is encouraged and highly recommended.
